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Foreword

The basis of the Arabic language is not founded only on nouns and neither
simply on verbs, but is based on both of them. With regards to Nouns, it will
not suffice to acquaint oneself with only the concrete nouns, but to know the
root words and derived forms are also essential. One can not confine oneself
simply to the meanings of Nouns and Verbs. For a student it is essential that if
a word has been identified as a verb, that he should also be aware of the
perfect, imperfect and imperative forms of this verb. In addition to this he
should be able to distinguish between the different inflections and be able to
make a distinction between the active and the passive participles.

For this reason many books have been published highlighting the intricate
differences in translating words from Arabic to Urdu. However in the English
language, a dire necessity was perceived for a book to be published, wherein
the different forms and derivations of the verbs, including their equivalent
English translation were presented. This would make it easy for a student of
Arabic to recognize the scale and derived forms of verbs with their correct
English translation, especially contemporary words of the Arabic language. In
response to this need, we are honoured to present this book to the students of
the Arabic language, which is an English translation of the famous book of the
Arabic syllabus SAFWATUL MASAADIR.

I would like to thank Moulana Shakir Farrukh Nadwi and Moulana Badruddin
Patel immeasurably who has edited and revised this book, may Allah increase
their endeavours and accept them for the service of his deen may Allah reward
them in this world and hereafter.
